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If it is appropriate from time to time to pause and assess the subject-
matter of a learned journal, it is of the greatest interest and importance to
examine the contribittion to historical studies of a journal whose exact
specialism is not historical. Moneda v Crédito, “an economic journal®, has
only dedicated a portion of its pages to articles on economic history, as
have other of Spain’s journals which, specializing in the disciplines of
economics, sociology,. political science, etc., publish at irregular, but not
infrequent, intervals, articles on historical aspects of their respective special-
ised disciplines.

Since its first appearance in 1942 the journal has published almost
continuously the work of economic historians, and these 33 vears of publication
provide contributions to Spanish historiography which are of undoubted
interest, if not through the sheer number of articles, which clearly is not
comparable with thar offered by the various periodicals dealing with purely
historical subjects, then certainly by virtue of the quality of many of these
studies, and the outstanding significance of some of them in the present
condition of historical research in Spain.

These contributions have been divided into two basic groups. Out
ot a total of 316 studies, 126 are original works of scholarship within the
meaning of the term, while the remainder is made up of book reviews,
included, in the table of contents of each issue of the journal, under the
general heading of “notes on publications”, and, much less frequently, of
certain documentary matetial of a historical nature which has appeared
in its pages. We have, for convenience, established 1240 as a date limit
in drawing up our index of studies of a historical character, excluding
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those that deal with topics of a date later than 1940. Although this will
become clear during the course of this article, we should, at the outset,
warn the reader that we will not deal only with studies of pure economic
history, but shall include articles on the history of economic thought, pub-
lished, for the most part, during the journal's first few vears.

I. Two PEerIODS.

If we were to examine the annual rate of appearance of historical
articles in the journal, we should see that in the first period, the forties and
early and mid-fifties, this admirtedly slow rate was maintained at modest
level, approximately five being the annual average of articles and “notes
on publications” during the sixteen years up to and including 1957. During
the remaining 17 years, the average annual number of these articles increases
to 13. The journal has, therefore, attracted, during its later years, an
increasingly numerous group of scholars interested in topics in economic
history, and the importance of these topics in the field covered by the
journal has become considerable. The greater part of the titles that can be
included, at the ptesent moment, in the index of historical subjects published
by Moneda y Crédito belong to its second period, which has increased its
interest and explains the increasing popularity of the journal amongst historians.

There are different reasons which explain these two cycles in the
historiographical output of the journal. In its earliest years, before a significant
groups of economic historians could have been said to exist, Moneda y Crédito
published studies of economic history at irregular intervals, which we include
in the journal’s historical index, even though they were mainly contributions
to the history of economic thought, and largely the work of economists
writing for the journal. But they were few in number, Vicente Gay, José
Marfa Naharro, Fabian Estapé, José Maria Tallada, amongst others, felt the
call to remedy the failure of historians in the past to do research in economic
history. But in the specialised (and at that time unexplored) domain of
economic history, Moneda y Crédito had, above all, the fortune to have the
skilled and vitally important collaboration of don Ramédn Carande. Carande
was a member of the group of former pupils of Flores de Lemus, who came
together, in the year after his death, to write in the journal Moweda y Crédito,
under the patronage of the Marquis of Urquijo and the Sociedad de Estudios
y Publicaciones. In this first period, thcre is an almost uninterrupted
succession of articles under the signatures of these collaborators, and the
work of Carande in the fleld of economic history was of seminal importance,
comparable 1o that of scholars such as Luis Clariaga, Agustin Vifiuales and
Julio Tejero in the {ield of pure economics.
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Even in 1954, almost at the end of this first period of the journal, if
one were to look at the journal from an external, and therefore impartial,
viewpoint, one would only have included among those « historians who
have concerned themselves with the study of the evolution of the national
economy » the name of Carande, together with those of José Antonio Rubio
Sacristdn and Lufs Garcia de Valdeavellano, the former a pupil of Carande
himself, and assoclated with the second, above all, through the circle of
Claudio Sdnchez Albornoz, although both were originally graduates in
History of Law and Institutions.! Thus their names are included in the brief
list of historians who contributed interesting material in the early days of
the journal2 Not should one forget the vital collaboration during this period
of two foreign historians, both specialists on the sixteenth and seventeenth
centuries, and both, doubtless, brought to the journal through similarity
of interests and through the personal friendship of Carande: Giuseppe
Coniglio and Henri Lapeyre. If the collaboration of rhe first implied a
compliment paid by Iraly to the great work undertaken by Carande in his
study of the economic history of the period of the Emperor Charles V?
the second was to show himself to be one of the most productive of all
French Hispanists in later years.

So the contribution to historiography made by the journal during this
first period could be generally said to be limited to the individual pioneering
efforts of that magisterial figure of Spanish economic historian, don Ramén
Carande. To his name one can add those of certain other contributors who
were in many cases associated with him through their fields of studv and,
indeed, individual research interests; it is thanks to these scholars, some
of whom are themselves today recognised masters, that a number of studies
of Spain’s economic history began to appear. They were the first to appear
and, by virtue, above all, of their sclentific rigorousness and high quality,
remain among the finest,

If the earliest years belong to Carande, the second period could be
defined as that of Gonzalo Anes. Although his participation in the pages of
Moneda v Crédito was less frequent than that of Carande, his influence
in stimulating research into economic history has been great, above all by

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reason of his position since 1966 as director of the journal. This is a primary
explanation of the increase in the proportion of historical articles which has
been apparent since the later fifties.

Furthermore, at this time there were several circumstances of great
interest that contributed to a change of mood amongst historians in this
country. Throughout the decade one finds a progressively more marked
inclination towards tesearch into Spanish economic and social history.
Influenced by Furopean ideas, and more particularly by the methodology
of the French historiographical school of Ammales, the Catalan group which
was dominated by the school of Vicens Vives helped to bring out a series
of studies that dispelled the prevalent air of stagnation and the often limited
and laudatory traditional approach to the problems of the Modern Period in
Spain.* That stagnation had itself been the cause of a significant reduction
in research on the contemporary period. After 1951, year of the first
publication of Estudios de Historia Moderna, and 1933, having founded of the
Indice Histérico Espadiol, the same Catalan group brought out a series of
studies that paved the way for a new kind of history. They frequently attacked
existing historiographical attitudes that derived from the political and ideo-
logical situation of the preceding decade and the absence of a rigorous
methodology — which led directly to the acceptance of totally unscientific
ideologies. It is no coincidence that during this very period Claudic Sanchez-
Albornoz’s reply should have been given to the woolly and unsubstantiated
hypotheses of Americo Castro, and that this should see the beginning of an
interminable controversy.’> But in so far as this article is concerned, the most
significant result of the Catalan group’s work is that dating from the end of
the decade: the Historia Social y Econdmica de Espasia y América (Barcelona,
1957-59), a five-volume work written by a group of specialists collaborating
under the direction of Vicens Vives, and one which was planned as an
alternative to the then existing general compendia of Spanish history; also
the well-known work, Historia Econdmiica de Espatia (Barcelona, 1959), and
other of the more solid publications by this group that also date from the
late 50°s - early 60’s.

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At the same time, and in fact eatlier, other writers outside this Catalan
group also adopted, although from other positions, the new school of
historiography.” We have noted that Moneda y Crédito was already receiving
work from a numbet of them. It is enough to cite a few examples in proof
of this: Carande, in 1949, published the second volume of his major work,
a re-examination of the history of Spain in the XVIth century, Carlos V
and his Bankers® This was a study which he approached from standpoints
different from those of other historians of the period. For instance in the
ambitious collective study directed by Roman Menéndez Pidal; he took as the
main topic of his research an assessment of the cost of imperial policy.?
In 1952 Valdeavellan published his Historia de Esparia,® which deals mainly
with the High Middle Ages in Spain; this is of great interest in its own
right due to the continuity and coherence of the approach to medieval
problems established by the author, which is also to be found in his
immediate subsequent publications as well as in his History of Institutions,
which appeared some. time later and which contains important observations
on economic and social history. One should also draw attention to the
work of Sanchez Albornoz,’? which illustrates clearly another facet of the
reaction against the bellelettriste leanings of traditional historiography.

All this serves to show that there were changes in Spanish histotiography
all through the fifties: these reached their climax towards the end of the
decade and in that which followed we find a whole new series of works
of a very different stamp, of great significance both for their quantity
and for their innovatory qualities, The journal Momeda y Crédito was, as
we shall see, closely linked with this revival in historical studies, which
will, undoubtedly, repay further study of its association with (and, perhaps,
of its importance as symptom of) those material and cultural changes that
took place, during those years, in the very heart of Spanish society. It is
well known that between 1951 and 1957 various economic changes occurred
— the end of the period of autarky, the conclusion of the period of stagnation
and the beginnings of a limited economic take-off due to the economic

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policy of the development plans from 1957 onwards. These coincided with
other changes in the social, ideoclogical and cultural fields: the possibility
of comparative work due to the opening up of certain frontiers,* attempts
at limired liberalisation in the universities, incidents of student unrest and
social protest and so on. If we agree that « there is no better touchstone
of the character of a society than the kind of history that in writes, or fails
to write »,'* we must concede that the differences in the history written
in each of the two periods of Spanish historiography that the journal
Moneda y Crédito echoes, correspond with changes in the country’s social
structure; and we must admit that the growing preoccupation with con-
temporary social and economic problems is also reflected in a growing
interest in economic and social history.

II. SUBJECT MATTER OF THE ARTICLES.

Bearing in mind this outline of the two periods through which the
historical contributions in the journal have passed, we must now analyse
the subject matter of these articles in both periods. It would not, then,
be too hard to understand the almost unanimous insistance on the study
of medieval and early modern history during an epoch when, of necessity,
historians worked in an atmosphere of nationalist exaltation, and when
the “eternal values” of Catholic traditionalism and Imperial Spain were
being proclaimed. Within the narrow and uniform confines of this period,
which has been designated as that of “Spanish Neo-Thomism”,” there
would hardly have been a place for studies of a recent past whose intet-
pretation might well be difficult, and whose acceptance would have been
unlikely, if not impossiblel® This does not mean that the interpretation
given to the classical periods of Spanish history, which was frequently of
an idealising and unscientific character, was accurate or definitive. A few
small groups of historians opposed such methods of writing history and while
still closely invalved in the study of the same periods, they introduced a

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reexamination of methods and objectives. The writers who set about this
task in the pages of Moneda y Crédito — Carande and Valdeavellano above
all — constituted one of these groups, and it is to their work of de-
mythologising and reconstruction that we owe the relatively Jarge propottion
of mediaeval and early modern subjects to be found in the first period
of the journalV? Moreover, the Catalan group, according to the definition
of their objectives made explicit by Vicens Vives himself, set out to attack
prevailing “anachronistic attitudes” and “pure historico-metaphysical specu-
laticn™ .18

The publication dates of the various works, classified according to
traditional periodization, show that the greater part of those that appeared
in the forties and fifties dealt with the 16th and 17th centuries, and
that medieval subjects also rare frequently to be found. During the sixiies,
however, the centre of interest shifted towards questions of contemporary
history. Oddly enough, it is in the earlier period that we find the sole
study dealing with a subject from ancient history.!” Furthermore, if one
remembers that, in absolute terms, the number of contributions on historical
subjects in Moneda y Crédite is almost tripled in the second half of the
journal’s life, it follows that the more recently published articles are also

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those that deal with a more recent period of history. This may help to
explain even more clearly the increasing interest shown by specialist historians
towards the journal.

In this overall classification of all the historical studies published by
the journal we can see that among the articles there is a slight predominance
— due, we must repeat, to the eatlier policy, above all — of those dealing
with the early modern period over those that treat the contemporary
period. This imbalance is more than compensated for by the reviews of
historical studies, since during its second period the journal has given
pteference to publications on more recent history.

It is impossible to establish a thematic classification of all these articles
under the headings of different sectors of economic and social activity, for
the journal has attracted such a mixed set of titles that the statistical spread
of such a classification would be very wide in comparison with its total,
which is relatively small. All that we can note here without lessening
the import of what is stated in other sections of this article, are the general
lines of research followed by some of the more assiduous contributors to
the journal.

Only three of the articles by don Ramon Carande do not deal with
his own specialised area of study. These are two extensive commentaries
on two different publications? and the masterly Farewell Address to the
University of Seville which Moneda y Crédito published in homage to him.#
The other of the great man’s articles are confined either to his own special
subjects or to the observations suggested to him by the works of historians
whose interests were akin to his. From these, the influence of Germany # in
Carande’s intellectual formation is evident and we find references to Haebler,
Heckscher, Brandi, and von Bellow, to whom one of them is dedicated.®
In three of the articles, which are key works in the field of economic
historicgraphy, he summarised or anticipated the results of his research
in the archives of Simancas,” which was to emerge in his monumental
economic study of the age of Charles V.2 1In the other articles, Carande
paved the way for fresh studies,” and they deal with Italian economics

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in that same period,? finances in the reign of Philip II,” the economic and
social problems created by the question of dissident minorities,® and com-
mercial and banking developments in the early Middle Ages based mainly
on research in the Datini archives at Prato. These examples were quickly
followed up in the pages of the journal itself, and very soon Lapeyre
published the results of his research on Medina del Campo and the origin
of endorsements of letters of credit,”? whilst Melis, who was then studying
eatly examples of double-entry accounting, was later 10 offer a summary
of his findings in Moneda y Crédito®

Various writers have commented in the journal on these different studies
by Carande, above all on his major study. These include articles by José
Antonio Rubio* the article by Giuseppe Coniglio ® which we have alteady
mentioned and another by Felipe Ruiz Martin,® who also published a very
important work on the exchequer in the 16th century in homage to Carande,
a work which is representative of the author’s studies on commercial
and banking problems in modern times.*” From 1959, when the rate of
publications in the journal by Carande begins to diminish, one of his pupils,
Enrique Otte, continued to maintain the standard of economic history studies,
especially on German and Italian topics in the modern period mainly through
book reviews. He also wrote in the contributions by Carande at the two
international conferences of Paris and Cologne dedicated to Chatles V
and his age ®

Two articles by Valdeavellano during the eatly yvears of Moneda y
Crédito were sufficient to make the journal thereafter required reading for

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medievalists. The firsts of these ¥ looked back and threw further light on
a subject the writer had already researched into some years earlier, trade
in medieval Castile.®® The second published by the journal was a summary
of the chapter on aspects of medieval economy that the writer was later
to inclued in his book Historia de Espafia*! The economic characteristics
of the middle ages in Spain had, until that time, very rarely been analysed
with the rigour that is typical of this scholar. These were, in their time,
exceptional studies, both for their subject matter and their quality; they
illuminated peculiar aspects of Castilian currency and the exchange economy
in general during the period of Hispano-Moslem contacts whilst the processes
of the Reconquista and repopulation were taking place.

Economists whose special historical interests were well known contributed
during the first period of the journal articles which, properly speaking, fall
almost exclusively into the domain of the history of economic thought.
However, some at least of their studies ought to be mentioned as an indication
of the task they carried out in an era when specialists in Spanish economic
history were not numerous. Thus, Manuel Garcfa Pelayo, studied the
nobility during the peried of the Spanish Enlightenment, with special reference
to Godoy's census, the Novisima Recopilacion and Canga Argiielles, and
the works of the writers of the Enlightenment - Campomanes, Floridablanca,
Jovellanos, Cabarriis . . 2 José Maria Tallada wrote on monetary problems
in the 19th century, after first demonstrating his mastery of that period’s
financial history.#® José Maria Naharro worked on the economic problems
raised by Jovellano,®, and also on mid-17th century problems of the
Aragonese textile industry®®  Lucds Beltrdn contributed certain incisive
pages on Caxa de Leruela, in which one can see a clear recognition of the
law of diminishing returns, a full century and a half before the much more
complicated formulations of Turgot and Ricardo# Fabidn Estapé, another

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assiduous contributor to the journal in the field of the history of economic
theory ¥ as well as in that which we are now concetned, in collaboration
with Josefa Diaz, published an interesting article on banking history in
the period of Philip 11.%

This is also the place to acknowledge the articles on don Antonio Flores
de Lemus, the acknowledged master and teacher of the country’s foremost
economists; some appeated under the signature of his own first generation
pupils Vicente Gay,* Augustin Vifiuales ® and Jaime Algarra,® and there
are also reedited and revised versions of some of his own writings.>

As already mentioned, it is in the most recent period of the journal
thet we find a major proportion of studies on problems. of contemporary
history. Nonetheless, Gonzalo Anes published a substantial article on the
agrarian crises of the 17th century at a provincial level,” and a series of
monographs on various economic and social aspects of Spain during the
Enlightenment of the 18th century; some of these being the result of his
research into production, entrepreneurial activity and agricultural prices
and others on different institutions of economic importance which appeared
in the contradictory conditions of the declining years of the Ancien Régime
in Spain”® A close collaborator of Anes, Gabriel Toriella, made his first
contributions to the journal with important articles which clarified certain
economic factors on the eve of the independence of Cuba and the definitive
loss of the Spanish “Empire”.% Not only by virtue of the rigorous scholar-
ship and modern methodology of these articles, but also because from

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the first of them we can see the emergence of high, uniform and continuous
standards which was shared by all of the contributions which later appeared
in the journal, it is clear that a new type of economic history was developed
in Moneda y Crédito after 1964. Tortella also published another important
study of Spanish industrialisation,”” a subject which he was subsequently to
work on, making it into one of the corner stones of research on the
development of industrial capitalism in Spain.®® TUnder the same heading
one must include Nicolds Sanchez-Albornoz, who, from his South American
fastness, has made a major contribution to the study of wvarious aspects
(above all financial ones) of the 19th century Spanish economy®® Two of
the greatest present-day members of the “Catalan school”, whose earlier
development has been mentioned previously, have also contributed to the
historiographical area of the journal; ]. Jontara published two important
critical notes reassessing the value of an oftenquoted source of statistical
documentation,® and also of a recent edition of texts dealing with financial
problems of the 19th century® Another of his articles gave a general
foretaste of certain chapters of his thesis “The collapse of absolute monarchy
in Spain”.% In a long article on vicissitudes in the industrial development
of southeastern Spain throughout the 19th century J. Nadal helped to cast
fresh light on the regional differences in the process of development.®

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One must underline this open, and uncentralised, character of ihe journal,
which is also made evident by the already mentioned participation of Felipe
Ruiz Martin,® from Bilbao and, generally, by the varied origin of all the
contributions.

III. THE GEOGRAPHY OF THE ARTICLES.

This last point leads me to make some remarks about the origin of the
articles. It must be said, in the first place, that the journal has, in recent
times, served as outlet for a major part of the scholarly output of the three
chairs of economic history which have been until now the country’s
pioneers and leaders in the subject: that of Madrid (G. Anes), Barcelona
(J. Nadal) and Bilbac (until very recently occupied by Professor Felipe
Ruiz Martin). Each of these historians has made major contributions in
Moneda y Crédito to the subjects which best demonstrate their mastery —
Felipe Ruiz on the 16th century, Anes on the 18th and Nadal on the 19th,
as we have seen. Naturally the Madrid circle, through the chair, and the
position of G. Anes as director of Moneda y Crédito, has proved numerically
the chief contributor of articles of historical themes.®

Contributions from America include, as well as the work of Nicolas
Sanches-Albornoz, already mentioned, a study by Reyna Pastor,® perhaps
one of the most important writers on Spanish medicval problems to use
the most recent research techniques.*” There is also an article by Entique
Florescano, in which he studies agricultural prices in 18th century Mexico

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using methods similar to those employed by Gonzalo Anes in Spain;® and
thete is another article by Ringrose, who has recently emetged as one of the
major Hispanists of the Anglo-Saxon world® Another representative of
this world worthy of mention is Richard Herr, whose study published by
Moneda y Crédito added greatly to existing knowledge of the decline of
mortmain in Spain since the later part of the 18th century.™

As far as articles alone are concerned, and especially the most recent
ones, there has been a major French contribution, thanks to the work of
Vilar on historical theory and methods,”! of L. Domergue, with a study of
the Sociedad Matritense de Amigos del Pais]® of Jean-Paul Le Flem on
Castilian farming and livestock in modern times.?”  José Alcald-Zamora
also provided a very welcoming review of P. Chaunu’s general European
study, while Maurice Aymard contributed an account of three seminal
monographs of French rutal history which have doubtless served as guide
for similar studies in Spain.”® There are, also, of course, the contributions
by H. Lapeyre, already mentioned elsewhere, and reviews of books by the
Chaunus, Mauro, Braudel and Bennassar.™

The direct contribution of Italian scholars is, as we see, limited to
those of G. Coniglio and F. Melis, which cover the medieval and modern
period although for some time reviews on Italian economic history publications

have been kept up to date, chiefly by Inocencia Rodrigues Mellado 77 and
Enrique Otte.”® More recently Ttalian historiography has been less prominent
in the journal — and in the field of Spanish economic history in general —
than that of the French and, more recently, Anglo-Saxon schools.

IV. EconoMICS AND HISTORY (AN EXPERIMENT IN GOLLABORATION},

The journal Moneda y Crédito has acted as the laboratory in which to
test collaboration — which continues to bear fruit — between historians
and economists. 1In the first period, due to the circumstances alteady
mentioned, it was indeed inevitable that objectives and subject matter
would be fused, without there being the possibility of separating the two
disciplines since scholars trained in.economics were forced, professionally,
to undertake historical research for which they were, to a greater or lesser
degree, mentally equipped. The most important work of this category, as
is well known, was that of Carande. Gonzalo Anes, around whose person
a good proportion of the historiographical studies of the journal has recently
pivoted, also combines the two qualities of economist and historian, and
we can see this dual training in many other of the most recent contributors.™

More detailed evidence of the close association of outlook in specialists
in the two disciplines can be given; for instance the review by an economist,
José Luis Sampedro, of a work — perhaps the best known — of a historian,
Jordi Nadal, and, most, important of all, of the way in which it was written 5¢
In this context also falls the farseeing contribution by Pierre Vilar3' which
forms part of the author’s perspective of “total history” which he expounded
at the International Economic History Conference at Stockholm in 196032

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Less well known, but in my opinion also very interesting, was the article
by Lionel Robbins in which the famous economist argues that a study of
general and economic history should be a necessary part of university courses
in economics.® These instances of what constitutes a dominant feature of
the journal are evidence of the coincidence of criteria and objectives, and
of the collaboration which has in fact taken place between the representatives
of the two social sciences, historv and economics.

V. CIRCULATION AND IMPORTANCE OF CERTAIN ARTICLES.

Natutally, it is not possible to use the same standards to assess the
quality and importance of each of the articles, and it is fogical that they
should have had varying degtees of success in the world of historiography.
Due to the almost total lack of communication that existed, until very
recently, between economics and history, a large number of historical studies
carried out by economists were — and still are — read only by the most
dedicated historians. The history of economic thought often constitutes
forbidden territory, and it is for this reason often an esoteric wotld for
ordinaty historians. However, this state of affairs is tending to be less
prevalent, and in the field of research into the history of political ideas, for
example, Alejandro Elorza has explored subjects which could be included
in the classical canon of the history of economic thought, though his work
as become more widely known due to his close association with the economic
and political history of a fixed period.®

On the other hand, there have been cases of isolated articles which,
in spite of seeming important in their day, have subsequently proved to
be sterile, because of the uninteresting nature of their postulates or because
of the inadequacies of the methods employed.®

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One of the first means of assessing the influence of the journal’s con-
tributions consists in demonstrating the extent to which they have influenced
certain specialised publications. If we confine ourselves to two general works
of Spanish economic and social history, the first of these more classical
and the second very recent, we can see how Moneds y Crédito has pro-
gressively become more and more an indispensable part of the bibliographical
equipment of historians. In the collective work directed by Vicens Vives,
“Historia Social y Econdmica de Espaiia v América” which first came out
in 1957, there are references, even in its latest edition of 1972 in which
a new bibliographical index is drawn up, to only 16 Moneda y Crédito
articles.® In more specialised areas, however, the journal had by this time
created for itself a certain reputation, and another wotk by Vicens Vives,
the Historia Econémica de Espafia, with a much more limited bibliography,
refers to the journal various times. Earlier one of Fabidn Estapé’s articles
in the journal was already being quoted by Pierre Vilar®¥ Much more
recently, in the bibliographical sections included in the Alfaguara “Historia
de Espaiia”, articles from Moneda y Crédito are mentioned with greater
frequency, especially those pertaining to the study of 19th century economic
problems

Another indication of the importance that has, in recent times, been
attained by the journal is the publication, usually as paperbacks with a
large university reading public, of re-editions of studies by individual
scholars, articles which had previously appeared in Moneds y Credito. Such
is the case with some of the studies by Reyna Pastor,® Ramon Carande,,
Gonzalo Anes® and A. Barbere - M. Vigil.”2

Certain of the journal’s articles have broken new ground; in various
areas of research, which has then been returned to, either by later scholars

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or by the articles’ authors themselves. Most of the articles of Gonzalo Anes
became integrated, in one way or another, into his most important book,
La crisis agrarias en la Espafia moderna (Madrid 1970). Crucial contributions
to the study of the decline of mortmain in Spain were made in Moneda y
Crédito, by Richard Herr®® F. Simén Segura and Alfonso Laze?* Various
economic problems of the 1820-3 Triemio Liberal have been analysed by
A. Gil Novales, Jaime Torras and J, Brines Blasco.”” Two important articles
have been added to the bibliography of a classic theme in Spanish history,
the Mesta, though these are on opposite sides in their postulates and
objectives, as is appropriate to such a traditionally controversial topic.%
Jaime Garcfa-Lombardero’s short article, using methodological resoutces which
show him to be among the most advanced of present-day Spanish economic
historians, dealt with underdevelopment and the possibilites for the estab-
lishment of a regional marker for Galician agricultural products at the end
of the last century.”” In the field of the history of Spanish industrialisation,
one must note the names of Nadal, Tortella and Nicolds Sanchez-Albornoz,”*
as well as another article by José Alcald-Zamora ¥ and Garcia Delgado’s study

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ot the consolidation of the structural elements of industrial capitalism in
early twentieth-century Spain — a forerunner of a much widet-scale collective
study that was to appear later/® Recently an interesting critical revision
of articles in New Economic History has appeared in Moneda y Crédito, by
Jaime G. Lombardero and F. Bustelo,!% and the latter has, since then, published
two interesting notes on the relationship between modern economic history
quantitative history and economic theory.}®

As this article was being completed the 1974 issues of the journal came
out, and the first two of these, the March and June issues, consist entirely
of historical articles — medieval and legal history for the most part —
published in homage to José Antonio Rubioc Sacristdn. Prestigious formet
contributors to the joutnal such as Carande and Valdeavellano return to its
pages in order to discuss important documents on respectively the modetn
and medieval periods, Gonzalo Anes contributes some complementary in-
formation on the question of the revolt against Esquilache, a subject which
Pierre Vilar has tackled “in extenso” 1 The studies by Marfa Isabel Alfonse
de Saldafia and Ladero Quesada are also of vital importance medieval
economic history; the first of these elucidates various important, and still
abscure, facets of medieval Spanish feudalism,'™ while in the second we are
given, amongst other matters of interest to students of the Madrid Cortes
of 1462, « the fullest account yet known of prices in 15th century Castile,
at least up to 1480 ».1%

Our knowledge of the 16th century has been increased by the work
of AM. Guilarte, who returns to the much debated subject of social and

J. Alcali-Zamora returns to the journal's lists with
another long article in which he expounds and summarises a major part of
his research into the history of the Spanish iron industry.!® The temaining

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state of studies on this topic, and a global view of the phenomenon in
the light of the series of recent studies, some of which are referred to
above, 112

The contribution made by Moneda y Crédifo to Spanish histotiography,
in its most recent issues up to the present date, continues to be sufficiently
wide-ranging not to exclude writers of a great variety of origins, nor topics
of diverse nature and periods: all this makes it safe to predict that there
will be no decline in the attention paid to it, increasingly, by historians.
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It is to be hoped that it will continue in this way, and that it will be
by recognised among scholars of Spanish history as an authentic historical
journal, as it has, in fact, already been tecognised as a vital source for 19th
century history by one of that period’s specialists, Professor Jover Zamora,
who has said « . . . in his capacity as Editor of the journal “ Moneda y Crédito”,
Anes encourages the publication of a series of incisive monographs, which
have tutned that journal in recent times intc an indispensable instrument for
scholars of the economic history ... of the 19th century ».11?
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
